General matters
Lifejackets

No person in charge of a pleasure craft may useatlow it to be used unless
it carries, at the time of use, in a readily acitésdocation, lifejackets of an
appropriate size for each person on board.

Subclauses 2.1.1 and 2.1.7 shall not apply to:
(a) any surfboard or similar unpowered craft; and

(b) any sailboarder, windsurfer or kite surfer if a swet is worn at all times;
and

(c) a diver on a boat of six metres or less in lengtérall that is used for
recreational diving within five nautical miles diare, if a full body dive
suit is worn at all times; and

(d) a person training for or participating in a spagtevent, if the training or
the event is supervised in accordance with theysafestem of a national
sporting organisation approved by the Director @ritime Safety under
Maritime Rule 91.4(3); and

wears a lifejacket that is approved by the compedathority for use in
that person’s country of residence.

In respect of any sporting event, training activitgremonial event or other
organised recreational activity, subclause 2.1.4ll got apply if a support
vessel that is capable of providing adequate assistin the event of an
emergency remains in the immediate vicinity of fileasure craft and the
support vessel carries lifejackets or buoyancy aidan appropriate size for
each person on board the support vessel and tasypecraft.

In respect of any sporting event, training activity other organised

recreational activity, the organising body may, vehi¢ is not practical to meet

2.1.1. The Harbourmaster may grant an exemptiom fepecified time period,

provided that the Harbourmaster is satisfied tlibtgaate safety precautions
are made for rescuing any persons participatirigerevent or activity.

No person in charge of a vessel may use it to toyvperson and no person
may cause himself or herself to be towed by anyelesinless the person
being towed wears a properly secured lifejackedrofippropriate size for that
person.

Persons to avoid swimming or diving around whar ves

Without the permission of the Harbourmaster no @emnay dive or swim
within 50 metres of:

(@) any structure in the commercial port area as défimethe Regional
Coastal Plan for the Wellington Region (June 2000);

(b) any other wharf or boat ramp when a vessel is manmoegy within 50
metres of the wharf or boat ramp.

Any person given permission under subclause 2.2i4t display flag A.
Use of vessel engine around wharves, ramps

No person may operate the propulsion system ofsaelevhile it is lying at
any wharf, or while it is loaded to or from a ba@ler at any ramp, in such a
way that it may damage any property, scour thedie¢ke waters, or injure any
person. However, this subclause does not preclueleuse of the propulsion
system for the safe berthing or unberthing of aegsel at a wharf.

The master of any commercial vessel must:

(@) ensure that crew members are stationed both foraadd aft on any

(c) notify the Harbourmaster before testing a propulssgstem while that
vessel is lying at any wharf.

Vessels to be serviceable or removed

The master and the owner of any vessel anchoredoared in any waters
must keep the vessel in a seaworthy condition httiales, unless the
Harbourmaster has given prior written approvaliféo be anchored or moored
in an unseaworthy condition and subject to suchditimms that the

Harbourmaster may determine appropriate to enswigation safety.

If any vessel is a hazard to navigation by reagaonbeing unseaworthy:

(@) the Council may give a written direction to the @wvand/or the master
of the vessel to move the vessel to an altern&tiv@tion or to remove it
from the waters within a reasonable time as sptiin the direction;
and

(b) the owner and master are jointly and severallyaesible for ensuring
the direction is complied with.

If the owner or master of the vessel fails to mtheevessel in accordance with
a direction given under subclause 2.4.2, the Coumay move that vessel to a
position where it is no longer a hazard to navagtior remove it from the
water. The costs incurred may be recovered fronotger, master or agent of
the vessel in any court of competent jurisdictisraalebt due to the Council.

No person may operate any unseaworthy vessel exoepdomply with the
directions, under these Bylaws, of the Harbourmmaste an Enforcement
Officer to move the vessel to an alternative |cwati

Seaplanes

No person navigating a vessel may impede a seapiahe process of landing
or taking off.

Anchoring and mooring
No person may anchor a vessel so as to:

(@) obstruct the passage of other vessels or obstheciapproach to any
wharf, pier or jetty; or

(b) create a hazard to other vessels at anchor.

Except in an emergency involving danger to lifepooperty, no person may
cut, break, destroy or unlawfully detach:

(@) the mooring of any vessel; or

(b) the fastening securing any vessel lying in, atearma wharf, dock or at
or near any wharf or landing place.

When a vessel is moored in, at or alongside a wiradock or other landing
place, the owner or master must ensure that adequat safe means of access
to the vessel is provided, properly installed, seduand adjusted to suit all
tidal conditions.

The owner or master of a vessel berthed at a winadt ensure that it is
securely fastened at all times and, if requiredhgyHarbourmaster, maintain a
person on board to keep watch.

Prohibited anchorages

No person may anchor or moor any vessel within@oyibited anchorage as
defined by words in Schedule 2 of these Bylaws.

Obstructions

No person may obstruct the access by waters tavaayf, landing place, boat
ramp, slipway or mooring.

No person may place any obstruction, including Bslying apparatus, in any
waters that is liable to:

(a) restrict navigation; or
(b) cause loss of life or injury to any person; or

(c) cause damage to any vessel or any property.

Collision Prevention

No person shall operate any vessel in breach dafZ2aof the Maritime Rules
(Collision Prevention), made under the Maritimengport Act 1994

Notification of collisions or accidents
The master of any vessel that:

(@) has been involved in a collision with any vessepperty, or has been
sunk or grounded or become stranded in any waiers;

written details of the occurrence.

A report under subclause 2.10.1 must include:

(@) a full description of any injury to persons, anaithnames and their
addresses; and

(b) a full description of any damage to vessels, ndvgaaids or structures;
and

(c) the names and addresses of persons in charge \wégkel; and
(d) the time and date of the occurrence; and
(e) an outline of events relating to the occurrence.

If an incident described in subclause 2.10.1 inesldamage to a vessel that
affects, or is likely to affect, its seaworthinei®e master may not move the
vessel except:

(@) to prevent the vessel from creating a hazard tagadien; or

(b) in accordance with the directions of the Harboutsrasor an
Enforcement Officer.

No person may tie a vessel to any buoy, beacorthar aevice or structure
erected as a navigation aid or warning, withoutgher written permission of
the Harbourmaster.

Flashing lights and sound signals

No person shall use any flashing lights, sirenstber sound or light signals
not prescribed in a Maritime Rule for that vesseithout the written
permission of the Harbourmaster.

The use of blue flashing lights and/or sirens srieted to Police, Customs,
Harbourmaster or other enforcement vessels audtbbg the Harbourmaster.

A vessel authorised to use purple flashing lightstiee Harbourmaster shall
only display them when:

(@) The use is required to assist the location of @elesr person in need of
assistance.

(b) The use is required to assist the identificatiomhef vessel to an aircraft
involved in an incident.

(c) Is otherwise directed to do so by the Police odarmaster.
The lights imply no status or privilege to that sels
Vessel not to sound whistles

No person may blow or sound, or cause to be blokwwsounded, the whistle,
siren or horn of a vessel, within any harbour, pxces a navigation safety
signal. However, nothing in these Bylaws preclutles testing of such a
whistle, siren or horn before the vessel leavesvamyf.

Use of distress signals

A person must not make a distress signal, or caupermit a distress signal to
be made, unless that person is satisfied that:

(@) the vessel that is on the water (or any person fiwah vessel) to which
the person belongs is in serious and imminent dalagel requires
Immediate assistance; or

Means of attracting attention when in distress

Every person in charge of a vessel must ensureathappropriate means of
communication is carried on board the vessel that:

(a) provides the ability to communicate with land basedl/or seaborne
parties from any point within the area the vess#lhe operated; and

(b) in the case of vessels under 6 metres in lengthpls to be operated
following submersion in sea water; and

(c) is adequate to provide communications for the damaidf the voyage.

Operating requirements
Minimum age for operating powered vessels

No person under the age of 15 years shall be imgehaf, or propel or
navigate, a power-driven vessel that is capabke mfoper speed exceeding 10
knots unless he or she is under the direct supenvif a person over the age
of 15 years who is in immediate reach of the cdstro

The owner of a powered vessel that is capablepsbper speed exceeding 10
knots must not allow any person who is under the @fgl5 years to propel or
navigate that vessel in contravention of subclau$dl.

Subclause 3.1.1 does not apply to any person wkoaharitten exemption
from the Harbourmaster. Written exemptions may Ineerg for training,
competitions or other sporting events, and the blamnaster, when
considering whether or not to grant such an exempshall have regard to the
competence of the person, the level of supervisam awareness of other
relevant navigation safety matters.

Speed of vessels

No person may, without reasonable excuse, propehwagate a vessel
(including a vessel towing a person or some objggetcd) proper speed
exceeding 5 knots:

(@) within 50 metres of any other vessel, floating cinee or person in the
water; or

There are currently DOC rules about not harassiagnma mammals and this
clarifies them in respect of vessels operation jpui$ all the rules regarding
speed of vessels in the same place.

No person may cause or allow himself or herselfddowed by a vessel or any
other means (whether or not on a water ski, aquapda other towed object) at
a proper speed exceeding 5 knots in any circumssaspecified in any of
paragraphs (a) to (c) of subclause 3.2.1.

No person in charge of a vessel may permit theevdescontinue onwards,

Subject to subclause 3.2.1, every person who mapehavigates a pleasure
craft must ensure that its wake does not causecessary danger or risk of
damage to other vessels or structures, or of hamihier persons.

Lights for sailing vessels underway and vessels under oars
(including paddles)

Subject to the requirements of Part 22 of Mwitime Rules that stipulate
when lights must be exhibited, a sailing vesselegé than seven metres in
length must, if practicable, exhibit sidelights atdrnlight, but if it does not do
so, it must have ready an electric torch or ligheedern showing a white light
which must be exhibited in sufficient time to prateollision.
